ArtCenter/South Florida, a non-profit organization founded in 1984, advances the knowledge and practice of contemporary visual arts and culture in South Florida. ArtCenter exists to provide affordable workspace on Lincoln Road in Miami Beach for outstanding visual artists in all stages of career development. ArtCenter provides access to resource and support, creates opportunities for experimentation and innovation, and encourages the exchange of ideas across cultures and professional disciplines. The ArtCenter serves the diverse residents and visitors of South Florida through open studios, exhibitions, and education.

Applications are reviewed throughout the year. Proposals for short term studio space are reviewed based upon availability of studio space, quality of work, and the applicant’s ability to contribute to other ArtCenter programs. A panel of arts professionals and artists evaluates applications. Juried Artists can opt for either a three or six month residency. Artists who have ArtCenter studios are required to be present in their studios a minimum of 30 hours a week and must to be present during exhibition openings and other events. ArtCenter Juried Artists are required to volunteer 10 hours a month to any of the ArtCenter’s programs. Three month juried terms are renewable for a second three month residency. Six month juried terms are not renewable. Applicants may apply once per calendar year. Those artists who wish to be considered for permanent resident status may apply for the next jury after completing or during their 3 - 6 month residency.
Please note: ArtCenter/South Florida does not provide living accommodations for its resident artists. Upon acceptance, applicants are responsible for finding and paying for their own housing.

ArtCenter/South Florida offers the following opportunities to its Juried Artists:
LOW COST STUDIOS

Art Center houses 42 subsidized workspaces appropriate for visual artists of all genres. Our studios range from 175 to 900 square feet. Studio rents are currently charged at $9.00 per square foot. Additional charges are a common area fee, an energy surcharge and 7% sales tax. All terms of the lease will be carefully explained to the applicant at the time of the lease signing.
